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Abstract: The abstract must provide a concise and coherent synthesis of the research, allowing readers to clearly understand the scope, objectives, methodology, main findings, and conclusions of the study. It should emphasize the scientific contribution and relevance of the paper, rather than listing topics covered.
The abstract must be written in Times New Roman, 10 pt., italic, single-spaced and contain 200-250 words.
Keywords: select 4-7 key terms (words or phrases) that reveal the essence of the paper. List these terms in the decreasing order of their significance. 
Classification JEL: JEL codes indicate the main research area of the paper. Authors should select 1-3 codes that best reflect the core topic of the study, using the official JEL classification provided by the American Economic Association (https://www.aeaweb.org/econlit/jelCodes.php?view=jel).
Introduction
In this section, you must introduce the topic of your research and explain the broader context in which it is situated. Clearly define the research problem or phenomenon you are addressing, and explain why it is important and worth studying. State the main research objective(s) and, if applicable, formulate the research question(s) that guide your study. You may briefly mention the logic behind your methodological choice and describe the structure of the paper (what each section covers). Ensure that the introduction emphasizes the originality and relevance of your research contribution.
Literature Review
In this section, provide a critical overview of the academic literature relevant to your research topic. Identify the main theories, models, and empirical findings that relate to your subject and highlight how previous studies have shaped your understanding of the problem. Make sure to identify any gaps, inconsistencies, or underexplored areas in the literature that your paper aims to address. Clearly explain how your research builds upon or challenges existing work and articulate the contribution it intends to make within the academic debate. The review should demonstrate a solid grounding in current scholarly knowledge and debates related to the topic.
Methodology
In this section, describe in detail how your research was conducted. Clearly specify the research design, the methods used for data collection and analysis, and the sources of your data. If applicable, explain the variables included in your study and the indicators used to measure them. Briefly reflect on the limitations of your study and suggest possible directions for future research. Make sure the conclusion provides a clear and impactful closing to your paper.
References
At the end of your paper, include a complete and accurate list of all sources cited in the text. Only works that are referenced within the body of the article should appear in the reference list. The reference list must follow the APA Style, 7th edition. Entries should be listed in alphabetical order by the surname of the first author. Make sure that each in-text citation has a corresponding entry in the reference list, and vice versa. Authors are responsible for ensuring consistency, completeness, and formatting accuracy.

General Requirements on Originality and Ethics
As an author, you are required to submit only original work that has not been previously published or submitted for review elsewhere. By sending your manuscript, you confirm that the content is your own and that all sources and contributions have been properly acknowledged.
Please note that plagiarism in any form, including self-plagiarism, will result in automatic rejection of the manuscript. All submissions are subject to plagiarism checks.
Formatting and Language Accuracy Requirements
Before submitting your manuscript, make sure that the text is written in clear, correct, and professional academic English. 
You must also ensure that your paper strictly follows the formatting requirements set out in this template. This includes proper use of fonts, spacing, paragraph structure, section headings, and correct formatting of tables, figures, and references. Manuscripts that do not comply with the formatting and writing standards may be returned for revision before being sent for peer review.
Article Length and Structure Requirements
Your manuscript should have a total length of between 5,000 and 8,000 words, including all elements: the abstract, main text, tables, figures, footnotes, and references. Manuscripts that exceed this limit may be considered only in exceptional cases and must be justified to the editorial board.
Authors should ensure that the article follows a clear academic structure, containing the following sections: Abstract, Keywords, JEL Codes, Introduction, Literature Review, Methodology, Results and Discussion, Conclusions, References. 
Appendices and Acknowledgements (if any) should be placed after the reference list.

Formatting Guidelines

Quotations
A direct quotation reproduces words verbatim from another work or from your own previously published work. Use direct quotations rather than paraphrasing:
· when reproducing an exact definition;
· when an author has said something memorably or succinctly;
· when you want to respond to exact wording (e.g., something someone said).
Short quotations (under 40 words) should be placed within quotation marks and integrated into the text, with citation and page number. Long quotations (40 words or more) must be formatted as block quotes: start a new line, indent the full paragraph 2 cm from the left margin, and do not use quotation marks. Add citation and page number.
Ex. Block quotation with parenthetical citation:
Researchers have studied how people talk to themselves:
Inner speech is a paradoxical phenomenon. It is an experience that is central to many people’s everyday lives, and yet it presents considerable challenges to any effort to study it scientifically. Nevertheless, a wide range of methodologies and approaches have combined to shed light on the subjective experience of inner speech and its cognitive and neural underpinnings. (Alderson-Day & Fernyhough, 2015, p. 957)
Ex. Block quotation with narrative citation:
Flores et al. (2018) described how they addressed potential researcher bias when working with an intersectional community of transgender people of color:
Everyone on the research team belonged to a stigmatized group but also held privileged identities. Throughout the research process, we attended to the ways in which our privileged and oppressed identities may have influenced the research process, findings, and presentation of results. (p. 311)

Tables and Figures
Only include relevant tables and figures that directly support your analysis or findings. Each table or figure must be integrated within the text - do not insert them without context. You must introduce each item in the paragraph before it appears and provide an explanation or conclusion based on the data it presents.
Placement and integration:
Tables and figures must appear after they are first mentioned in the main body of the text. Do not place them at the end of the article or as separate files.
Size and layout rules:
· A table or figure must fit entirely on a single page. Content must not be split across multiple pages.
· A table must not occupy more than 75% of the page height. If a table exceeds this limit, it must be moved to the Appendix, and a reference must be made in the text (e.g., “See Appendix A, Table A1”).
· All tables and figures must be centered.
Titles and sources:
· Tables must be numbered sequentially (e.g., Table 1, Table 2) and include a concise title placed above the table (Times New Roman, 12 pt, bold, aligned left).
· Figures must be numbered separately (e.g., Figure 1, Figure 2) and include a title placed below the figure (Times New Roman, 12 pt, bold, aligned left).
· Each table or figure must include a source note in Times New Roman, 10 pt, italic, aligned left, placed directly under the table or figure.
Formatting within tables:
Use Times New Roman, 10 -12 pt, for content inside tables. Ensure proper alignment and spacing for readability. Visual clarity is essential, especially for black-and-white printing.

Rule for Listing Authors in the Reference List.
1 - 20 authors:
List all authors in the reference entry, in the exact order in which they appear in the publication. Separate authors with commas, and place an ampersand (&) before the last author. Example:
Popescu, A. A., Ionescu, B. C., & Radu, D. E. (2022). Title of the article. Title of the Journal, 15(2), 45-60.
21 or more authors:
List the first 19 authors, followed by an ellipsis (…) (three dots, no ampersand), and then the final author. Example:
Popescu, A. A., Ionescu, B. C., … Marinescu, Z. Y. (2023). Title of the article. Title of the Journal, 18(1), 1-20.
