The differences between the national markets are
reduced; supply and demand are expressed at global level.
. Given these conditions, business globalization is a process
- imposed by overall necessity. Multinational firms decide
- upon the production positioning, rationalizing in terms of
global framework. The paper presents the factors which
have a very important influence over the new product
. development process. It is interesting that some factors
- have ambivalent influent (both increase and decrease the
- process of developing new products).

Globalization is the result of pressures from the
- companies that are also at their turn under the
- attention of all involved factors (so-called
- “stakeholders”). The market and forces determining it
- are not influenced by a political attitude marking
- globalization today, but policy decisions themselves
- have followed the economic evolutions, a trend
- always given by multinational corporations.

It is already reknowned and recognized,
- unequivocally, that globalization became a dominant
- and characteristic phenomenon of the contemporary
- world. Local, national and regional state of things
- irradiate and form this phenomenon that will change
perception and general philosophy about
- existence and development in all fields and spheres
- of human activity. “The World of Tomorrow - Peter
- Drucker said — will be another for sure. Who does not

- the

- adapt, must expect big unpleasant surprises.
Globalization thus becomes, for these firms, a
- higher stage of internationalization of their business.
- But these transformations take place on a large scale
- and we assist, thus, at the globalization of economic
- life as a whole. We advance, therefore, to a world
- economy, towards a global economy built on a
- different system of interdependencies, transnational,
- on all segments which form it: production, trade,
- finance, scientific and technological research,
- managerial alliances etc. We deal with another
- business environment that has to be perceived,
- understood and exploited as a major opportunity for
- the future.

We have to deal, however, with two distinct
- concepts, which must be perceived and treated as
such: the concept of internationalization of firms,
- which means the exit of firms on the international
- market and globalization, which means the formation
- of organizations whose market is the world market,

All these mutations are generated by objective
reasons, which if not taken into account, expose the

these causes below:

- globalization of science and technology,
following the liberalization of knowledge
transfer, for which not the secret matters
anymore, but the rapidity with which they
are transformed into competitive advantage;

- globalization of general resource
identification and recovery;

- globalization of marketing activities, with
effects on a global scale, such as, for

example, the “word cocacolonization”
phenomenon;
- creation of a global financial system,

through the internationalization of banking
activity, worldwide financial institutions,
free movement of capital, liberalization and
stimulation of foreign investment;

- globalization of communication
infrastructures, which facilitates
communications and transactions in real
time, fluidizing, at an unprecedented pace
the economic and financial flows;

- all the more profound impact of global
business organizations (such as the World
Trade Organization);

- the effect of trends emphasizing the regional
economic  integration (such as EU
enlargement);

- deepening the international division of labor
and interdependencies between national
economies etc.

Switching to the globalization of economic life is
reflected by the evolution of world trade, the
increasingly global market strategies, aimed at the
globalization of markets, creation of a global
economy based on transnational interdependencies in
all activities: production, trade, services, finance,
etc., based on a new business environment, more
dynamic and more complex, more challenging for

These mutations are already reflected as growth
trends in international trade, which considerably
outstrip as rate the industrial production and GDP
(international trade has increased over the last 50
years over 80 times, while industrial production rose
only about 10 times, and GDP of about 9 times),
which means that an increasing share of production is
achieved through imports, thus amplifying exchanges
globally and deepening the global division of labor.

Many transnational companies invest in a market
in productive activities or research and development,

for the future. Sometimes companies acquire

- production capacities in a market only not to be
- bought by a competitor, following the further long-

term development of business on that market. Thus,
important goals are touched: ensuring “a
on the market with an important

potential and preventing other competitors from

- entering into that market, creating an additional
- barrier at entry. The success of new products on the

market depends on many factors:

- the extent to which the product meets
consumer needs;

- competitive advantage over the competition;

- the ability of competitors to defend their
interests and market share;

- market size and growth rate of it;

- whether or not the company has a pioneering
position in the market;

- creativity of the research department etc.

All these factors can be grouped into factors over
which the company has control and factors that need
information on the market, competition, consumers
potential etc. on which the firm has less control.

So that new products are successful on the

- market, it is necessary that all these factors are

analyzed and controlled.

The easiest way to develop products is to bring
products to market “one after another” hoping that
they can be successful. The disadvantage of this

- method is related to the accentuated risk of failure.

Another way is to make a careful and detailed

- analysis based on the idea of designing a new product

and ending with the decision to replace an old
product. Although a high cost, the advantages of this
method are obvious.

The fundamental element of new product
management is represented by the understanding of
consumer needs and achieving a link between those

- needs and how the new products are designed,

manufactured and marketed.
Analyzing in detail the development of new

- products, we can distinguish the following factors:

a) financial objectives of firms (increased
profitability, increased dividends, capital
growth, lower costs etc.). A study in the U.S.
in 2002 shows that 60% of future profits of
firms in the next 10 years will be due to new
products;

commercial objectives of firms (increased
market share, entering new markets etc.). The
example of Japanese firms of electronic
appliances is eloquent: they have created a
steady stream of new products, which allowed
them to increase the market share and sales.
This strategy of long-term profitability by
increasing sales and market share has been

competition: there is no doubt that the position
which a firm occupies in a Dbusiness
relationship with its competitors is an
important strategy in any company, in some
areas (eg. automotive industry) a change of
1% of the market share leads to substantial
profits or losses. For example: Soviet
domination in satellites in the years of '50 has
forced U.S. to develop a space program on the
moon; Japanese cars with low consumption
and very reliable have forced General Motors
and Ford companies to develop new products
and to regain the lost position; /BM, which
came later on the PC market as Apple, was
able to get more than 25% of the market in
only 2 years, by developing new products;

the life cycle of products: as products cross
their 4 phases (start, development, maturity
and decline), the profits recorded by the
company increase, reaching a maximum and
then begin to decline. As a result, companies
must:

- develop new products, leading to profit
retention or increase;

- increase the scope for wusing the
products, thus extending the maturity
phase (eg, Du Pont company has
managed to keep the nylon in the phase
of maturity more than 20 years by
expanding the uses: carpets, clothing,
elastic ropes, shoes, nylon etc.).

technical and technological progress: this
factor has a dual action (contributes to the
development of new products and the decline
of existing products on the market). The most
eloquent example is the computer market,
with all its components (video cards, hard
disks, memory chips, monitors etc.).
Therefore, we can say that technical and
technological progress creates a permanent
pressure on firms, which have two options:
either to make new products, either leave the
market;

the cost of raw materials and the availability
(increasing worldwide price of crude oil and
the limited resources that has led the
automotive industry to produce small cars
with low fuel consumption, in the second
world war, against the backdrop of a major
food crisis, margarine was invented as a
substitute for butter);

changes in suppliers’ strategies - are of
particular importance to the development of
new products (for example, in 1980, the Swiss
packaging  Tetrapack  convinced  U.S.
beverages companies to use its boxes for

alliances between different companies - the
direction of mobile, two companies (Sony and
Ericson) have merged to develop new
products, in order to eliminate the rule of
Nokia, General Motors and Toyota have made
an alliance aimed at producing small cars in
the U.S. market.

the requirements and needs of users
(consumers) - is an emerging development of
new products particularly in the “high tech” and
research. In these cases, very often the
laboratories design and test their own necessary
equipment, and then they are made (as new
products) by specialized manufacturers (eg
spectrometers, chromatographs etc.).

increasing population and changing lifestyle -
after the Second World War, as increasing life
expectancy and population growth, some
industries have gained (pharmaceuticals),
while others had to review their policy
(tobacco, alcoholic beverages etc.), creating
new products such as “light” cigarettes,
alcoholic beverages without caffeine etc. As
women spend more time outside the house,
time became more valuable, and services have
increased in volume and have diversified.
Thus, following a study in the UK and U.S. it
was found that over 1/3 of daily meals are
served outside the home. Also changing
lifestyle has led to the explosion of sports
equipment sales, the organic food etc.
globalization - it generates the development of
new products in two ways: first there is the
threat of competition to enter the traditional
markets of the company, and secondly there is
a possibility for the firm to penetrate new
markets, not considered in the past. Thus
Motors has entered the mobile market in Japan
and has held leadership over time. Although
Gilette is a world leader in the shaving
apparatus, on the Japanese market the Shick
company has a share of 4 to 1 in face of
Gilette due to earlier entry on the market and
an aggressive advertising campaign.

In this article we have characterized the construction sector
and evaluating the issues. I analyzed the today tread, which
continues to rise in production of construction materials. The

- problems of this sector are: qualified labor, shortages excessive
- taxation, increased costs in construction materials, imperfect quality
- control in construction and more.

The rise of monetary flows, and particularly of
remittances from our employees working abroad,
influenced in a good way construction business of our
country. Thus, during 2001-2007 fixed capital

- investments have increased from 2.3 billion in 2001 up

to 15.1 billion in 2007. Therefore, construction work
has seen an upward stand, with outstanding growth of

_ rates.

In 2007, construction business and assembly
works were performed in volume of 8.4 billion (in
current prices), recorded an increase of 19.3% (in
comparable prices) compared to 2006. The increase
was provided by private enterprises, whose share in

- total volume of work performed has been 41.6%.

In the specific structure of investment of fixed
capital, the rate of most investment has been oriented
towards the construction of buildings (except quarters)
and edifices, which represents 30.6% of total
investment value, and increased by 0.7 points
percentage compared to the year 2006. The share of
investment in residential buildings represents 18.3%

- and has increased by 1.1% compared to 2006.

No less important is the growth of wages in the
construction sector, which for 2007 was 2967.7 U.S.
dollars. Dynamics of monthly salary of an employee
during the years 2001-2007 in U.S. dollars is shown in
diagram 1. The share of employment in construction
companies, the ownership was in question, in private —
92.5% and the public — 7.5%.

The average annual number of employees in
complex construction and production of construction is
about 75.7 thousand people. It is said that indirect
activity in the sector slows development of other
sectors of the economy (a town planner work-builder
entail work of 5 workers in other branches of the
national economy).

o Qualified labor force crisis — against the
backdrop of radical changes that occurred in the past
16 years in socio-economic life, the labor market in the
Republic of Moldova is still in transitional process,
being rigid and generating strong structural
imbalances: regional, occupational and professional.

- During the same period, the population employed in

construction and production materials decreased

- steadily during 1998-2005, but in 2006 and 2007 has

seen a sharp increase. This structural change has been
driven more by emigration labor-intensive than the re-
routing employment by industry and services. Workers

For the Republic
of Moldova — one of the countries with transitive economy,
labour migration became not simply widespread
phenomenon, but the real mechanism of a survival of the
- population and means of struggle against poverty. People
find in labour migration real possibility for earnings and
increase of the well-being. The considerable part of the
population of the country lives now at the expense of
transfers from abroad. The basic internal preconditions of
growth of labour migration were the high rate of
unemployment and inadequate actions of the state on
- improvement of national economy and on introduction of
separate programs of social protection of the population.

: The agrarian sector, where the majority of the
- population of republic is occupied, has most of all
- suffered. As confirm the data of the Center of strategic
- researches and reforms, the quantity of labour migrants
is measured in Moldova by figure of more than 100
thousand persons. According to experts of the
International Organization of Work, annually a number
of 120 thousand persons leaves Moldava in search of
work abroad. And it is a question about legal labour
migration for the reception countries, but hidden from
statistics for the country of outflow.

: By estimations of experts of World bank in
- Moldova, the country anually leaves not less than 150
thousand persons in search of work. During the summer
period, seasonal agricultural works and realisation of
agricultural production, number of the labour migrants
- practically doubles, reaching 300-400 thousand
- persons. According to the Service of Information and
Safety of Moldova, outside of the country illegally
work over 600 thousand citizens.

: Following the results of the population census spent in
- October, 2004, 259,6 thousand relatives or the close
interrogated inhabitants, are abroad, including 89 % - on
- earnings. Thus, we can consider the figure of 500-600
- thousand persons more objective. Every third able-bodied
inhabitant of the Republic of Moldova is involved in labour
migration. To the countries-exporters (donors) of labour, as
well as the countries-importers (recipients) migration process
brings positive and negative results. But their degree can
amplify depending on influence on migratory process of
global crisis. Current global financial crisis, as analysts
expect, will lead to business recession in economic and to
deepening of a world economic crisis. Depth and crisis
degree is difficult for predicting, as its influence vary,
- depending on the country, the geographical position and
investigated sector of employment.

During the economic recessions, migrating
workers often are the first who risk to lose the
workplaces and become compelled to come back
home. But the policy that facilitate their returning
home, is not the right decision of their financial
problems, and, on the contrary, can have fatal

consequences for development and well-being of the
, country, if to consider substantial reduction of scale of

often sound requirements to limit inflow of a foreign
labour. It occurs because of wrong perception of a
problem that ostensibly migrants occupy workplaces
for which citizens of a host country lawfully apply that

- they should compete to them. The competition, also

concerns the social security benefits.

Actually, the situation develops in favour of host
country economy as actually the majority of migrants
urge on business activity and promote creation of new
workplaces. As it is noted in the Report of the

- International Organization on Migration for 2008,

mobility of human resources, does economic systems

- more dynamic and more effective. It is valid so as

labour moving is capable to introduce the essential
contribution to overcoming of economic recession and
it is essential to facilitate various aspects of financial
crisis. Therefore, when host countries reduce streams
of labour immigration on purpose to soften display of

- financial crisis, only worsen the economic situation.

On the other hand, the return of work migrants
home, in poorer countries, leads to economic

- instability and social intensity in the country which is

reduced to growth of noncontrollable movings of
labour, a human trafic. Therefore, it is necessary to
have flexible, consecutive and all-round policy of
management of these movings, in order to protect
migrants and to consider their interests in the

- conditions of crisis.

Though now the direct influence of financial crisis
on migration process, is not observed, nevertheless it is
possible to allocate already appeared negative effects,

or to assume their display in the near future:

- First of all, people lose work in such areas as
building, retail trade, sphere of services and
tourism, and accordingly migrants in these
areas appear in most not favourable position.

- In the conditions of crisis, employers aspire to
save means, including aimed for the social
budget. In this connection wages reduction,
deterioration of working conditions, decrease
in financing of social privileges is possible.
All these have negative influence on quality
of the life of migrants and their health.

- Because of xenophobia (hatred to foreigners
and to all foreign) there is a discrimination of
labour migrants — is low-qualified, not
prestigious and low-paid kinds of activity.

- Returning of jobless migrants home, where
they will get to more worst economic
conditions (high unemployment and poverty)
will lead to destabilization of social and
economic conditions.

- Reduction of volumes of cash flaws from
labour migrants in developing countries
because of loss jobs stops, or rejects the

- For protection of own labour markets, the
governments of host countries are confirmed
the restrictive migratory politics, severely
limiting demand for a foreign labour.

For example, such countries as Italy and Great

Britain already declared reduction of quotas on labour

- emigrants. The same question while is discussed in

other countries, such as Australia. And the government
has entered material stimulation of migrants into Spain
for return home.

- Reduction of stream of labour migrants
negatively influences decision-making on
departure of potential labour migrants. They
observe the crisis development from their
home.

- Acceptance of the toughening migratory
politics by the developed countries leads to
growth of illegal labour migration, as the
preconditions to migration from the poorer
countries in process of crisis are deepening
amplify. And strengthening of an illegal
labour market is the favorable environment
for development of such negative phenomena
as a human trafic.

Experience of crises of the previous periods (oil

Bank, in 2009, 94 out of 116 developing countries
showed economic slowdown, while the poverty got
tougher in 43 of them. This year the economic crisis will

- lead to an increase of the number of poor persons by 46

million, while the result will be an increasing dependence
on external assistance.
The developing countries will be affected by tougher

- crediting conditions, by withdrawal of some foreign

direct investments and by the decrease of the amount of
remittances sent home by the citizens working abroad.
The decrease in the amount of remittances from

abroad made by individuals (residents and non-residents)
- through the banks of the Republic of Moldova is already
- felt. According to the data of the National Bank of

Moldova, the amount of remittances began to gradually
decrease starting with August 2008. Thus, the amount of

- remittances constituted USD 166.33 million — in August,
- USD 156.39 million — in September, USD 141.28 million

— in October, USD 112.76 million - in November and
USD 143.66 million — only in December.

the genetical potential. Also, in order to increase
profitability of meat producers it is necessary to create
producers associations which will permit to defend
their interests.

This revitalization will be more efficient through

establishing a close connection between science and
- practice, raising professionalism in this direction.
: It is also necessary that state husbandry support
- should become paramount, besides the initial program
of subventions. Placing only 23 million MDL in 2008
for husbandry support is not sufficient, in our opinion
small farms often do not receive this money.
- Optimization of tax law for purchasing necessary
- equipment will help to modernize services and utilities
- on farms.

Only in new created conditions, the occupation of
- animal breeder could become a prestigious one and
- moldovan husbandry could be reengineered and
- become a competitive one. Developing this branch we
- will resolve not only economic problems at national
level but also there will be a rise in prosperity of rural
population. At the same time, husbandry will
contribute to growing up the volume of national food
processing products of high quality; will extend the
growing up species of cereals and forage which will
contribute to prosperity of plant production.

better price. These are merchandising requirements
which mean: maximum sales + maximum profit +

- maximum customer satisfaction [4].

This paper analyzes various merchandising
techniques used within Green Hills Market
distribution network by applying certain methods
of measuring merchandising efficiency.

occupied space
Such analysis may be performed for certain
categories of products, as well as for entire groups
of products. The evolution of these indicators
allows evaluating the efficiency of measures taken
to change the merchandising system.

Kprofit

- both rates much higher than 1 have very little

presentation space and must extend it. If values of
it means that these
categories take up to much selling space or have a
very wide range. Groups of products with these
rates equal to 1 are deemed to use their sales area

- with optimal efficiency [6].

The store chain’s logo has influenced interior

- white and green colors. In this case white is used

for background and green for navigation signs and
commercial equipment.
Level 11. Analysis and evaluation of planning
strategies used for Green Hills Market sales areas
Store No. 5 sales area has linear planning with
transverse placement of equipment, i.e. equipment

- is placed in parallel to the customer flow. In order

to determine the sales area planning efficiency we
have analyzed the ratio of total area occupied by
commercial equipment to total sales area, also
called efficient area use rate.

Efficient area use rate calculated for store hall
No. 1 is 0.26, which is within acceptable limits of
0.25-0.35; therefore we may consider its planning

- efficient from the viewpoint of space use.

Efficient area use rate calculated for store hall
No. 2 is 0.4, which proves that the sales area is
overloaded with equipment, although it may be
deemed efficient.

Zoning is another indicator of efficient sales
area planning. There are three main zones within a
sales area, namely: entrance zone, main flow zone
and cash zone.

Entrance zone of the sales area No. 1 has
efficient planning; once inside the hall the buyer
gets into a free warm space with lockers for
personal things along the perimeter. The customer
is offered two movement directions depending on
the purpose of their visit: a moving stairway to the
nonfoods hall or a turn left to the foods hall. The
store’s essential disadvantage may be the

- intersection of incoming and outgoing customer

flows due to vicinity of entrance and exit doors.
Another unfavorable factor could be incorrect
organization of the main flow in sales hall No. 1. It

direction. Such planning is considered incorrect
from the merchandising point of view. Moreover,
the main flow is not guided by any signs, while
narrow passages make customers’ movement
through the store complicated. Main flow in the
sales hall No. 2 is planned correctly; customers
- move along counter-clockwise and passages are
-2.1 m wide, which enables customers to move
- freely.

The checkout area of the sales area No. 1
comprises 10 cash registers and shop fittings on
which impulsive demand goods are placed:
cigarettes, chewing gum, magazines, sweets, etc.
We consider the number of cash registers in this
area not optimal; during rush-hours numerous
customers often generate long queues and waste a
- lot of time on waiting. As regards the checkout
- area of the sales area 2, we may say that although
it is equipped with 3 cash registers, it ensures rapid
- and convenient customer servicing.

In order to ensure customers’ passing through
the whole sales area, convenience goods should be
- placed according to merchandising rules providing
- for placement of these categories of goods on the
exterior side of the sales area perimeter, thus
creating the so called “golden triangles”.

When analyzing product placement, we may
say that such products as meat, groceries and
- bakery are placed in the sales area in compliance
- with merchandising rules. Dairy produce is placed
- less favorably — close to cash register area.

Products are arranged according to the principle
of arrangement in regions. Product placement
- according to the complex principle is used very
seldom, only in case of any promotions or tasting.

Additional places for arrangement of
convenience or impulsive demand goods play an
important role, greatly influencing their sales
volume. Additional places in sales areas are chosen
according to the laws of merchandising — in cash
- register area, main flow area and entrance area,
-and from the point of view of compatibility
products are placed correctly.

One of the main aspects of each shop is
arrangement of goods. Sales volume may increase
or decrease depending on the chosen method.
Corresponding methods of placement are used for
different products, for example, horizontal for

form of a pallet for beverages.

Due to the fact that there is a bigger drug store with
a wider variety of goods in front of the shop, we may

judge that the part of the rented area occupied by the

drug store may be used for optimization of the
merchandising system of the shop. Thus, customer
movement flow may be changed in the opposite
direction of the clock hands (figure 3).

The figure shows that the golden triangles
created after rearrangement of the sales area are more
efficient in ensuring the maximum level of customers’

- passing through the sales area. Moreover, extension of

the sales area has provided the possibility to increase
the number of cash registers to 14.

enterprises to produce competitive goods. For
example, the share of capital investments in
agriculture represents in average 5%, but the share
of agriculture in added value is almost 25% or 5
times higher.

At present the possibilities to export agricultural
products remain quite low. Exporters of agricultural
products explain difficulties to access foreign

- markets by the absence of an effective Government

policy in stimulating exports of food products, also
the export procedure is very complicated. Moldovan
standards for agricultural products do not
correspond to international standards, for this reason
local manufacturers very often even do not try to
work up foreign markets.

In order to increase production of agricultural
products for export it is necessary that Government
subsidize the export of local manufacturers, grants
credits, information services and consulting, other
forms of subsidies used by Governments, which do
not contravene with the rules of WTO.

The focus of agricultural production on exports
will attract foreign investments in different sectors
agro-industrial complex, which at present is
considered to be unattractive for investors. The
estimation of economists shows, that investments in
stimulating of agro-industrial exports return faster
than investments in supplying agricultural products
on internal market.

The absence of an efficient export stimulating
policy and orientation of customers on purchasing
of imported goods due to their lower costs withhold
the development of agro- industrial production in
the main sectors of agro-industrial complex. The
growth in livestock and crop sector is insufficient
for development of agrifood market because for

- many items the amount of production in 2008

represented only 70-80% of the amount in 1990. It
is worth mentioning that the growth of agrifood
products in Moldova is primarily ensured by the
growth of crop production.

The analysis of factors maintaining the growth
of agrifood products in Moldova denotes two
contradictory trends in agricultural sector. On one
hand, there is a group of factors which contribute to
the growth of agrifood production, namely: a)
growth of incomes of population and average wage
per employee in the economy by 22,6% compared
to 2007, b) increase in demand for food; c) changes
in market condition and prices for agrifood products
by 15,6% compared to 2007. On the other hand,
we notice a negative influence on the rate of growth
of agrifood products due to the following
macroeconomic factors: 1) devalorisation of leu,
increase in the amount of money in circulation. For
example, the increase of inflation rate in 2008 by
12,7% compared to 2007 contributed to the decrease
of local and international competitiveness of

problem for the global market. Thus, expenses for
producing 1 ton of grains exceeds by 2 — 2,5 times
the selling price of it on the market due to the
increase in fuel, electricity, mineral fertilizers,
farming machinery prices in 2008.

The increase of trade deficit up to 953,8 mio.
USD or by 40,6% compared to 2007 may influence
negatively the development of agricultural market.
It is worth mentioning that the raise in raw material
price would aggravate the hidden inflation, would
reduce possibillities of extending exports on foreign
markets, would reduce the production in many
sectors of agro-industrial complex, would increase
the wage-rate differences between people. On the
other hand, the reduction of taxes on imported
goods would contribute to the decrease of revenue
of the state budget, increase imports and loss of
certainty for some foodstuff, intensify the price
pressure on local producers and their exclusion on
different markets. At the same time taking up of
local companies by foreign investors, which
production is directed to local market would
contribute to the elimination of local companies
from the market and decrease of competitive goods
production. A very negative influence on the
agrarian market and food security would have the
increase of share of fuel to 23% of total imports
compared to export rate, which means that local
manufacturers in agriculture will be more exposed.
The higher rate of imports growing, compared to
local production of agrifood products, would set

food security in the future due to crisis in
distribution of local agrifood products.

Under the huge fluctuation of prices for agrifood
products in the world, the absence of a mechanism
of regulation of agricultural market and an effective
control of prices formation on the market, it is
necessary to elaborate a strategy of development of
agro-industrial complex, based on the
implementation of European norms and standards.
It is necessary to take managerial actions at the
sectorial level and geographically, giving a special
attention to the following areas: development of
agro-industrial potential; maximal use of internal
ressources and raw material, which ensure the
economic growth and exports diversification;
protection of priority sectors of agro-industrial
complex against absorption by foreign companies;

was not achieved. Situation changed in 2005 when gross
formation of capital took value of 24% from GDP, in
2006 this indicator was of 27,9 %. These ratios are
optimal to ensure sustainable economic growth and
reproduction processes in economy.

The investment process is concentrated in some
- sectors - processing industry, energy, transports and
communications, trading- which represent 61% from all
capital investment in economy. In processing industry
more than 60% from investments are used for production
of food, drinks, tobacco items and other products have
insufficiency of investments. A part of investments was
financed from foreign capital, in 1999 foreign
investments took the value of 37,2% and in 2000 the
value of 25,3%. In 2001 and 2002 the weight of foreign
investments failed to 19,5% and respective to 11,9%. In
2004-2006 weight of foreign investments had a little
increase near 20%, this indicators show bad appreciations
given by foreign investors to investment climate from
Moldova. At the same time limited volume of gross
capital is not a solution for the investment problem
exclusively from the own resources,

Public investment in the period of 2004-2006 had an
- average weight of 9,5% and beginning with 2001 had an
- increase tendency that affected positively economic
growth. In 2006 the amount of capital investment financed
from state budget was 919,5 mil. lei, which represents an
- increase of 20% against 2005 and by 2,08 times against
- 2004. Over 50% from capital investments was directed to
public infrastructure. The maintenance of an adequate level
of expenditures for investments, especially for public
infrastructure, remains a necessity to create the conditions
for ensuring economic growth in future.

The high demand for final consumption, which
- exceed GDP are covered by imports. This fact shows the
- disequilibrium between resources and its utilization in
GDP formation, which should be avoided through
development of real sector in economy. The level of
import in final consumption is 83,2% - a high degree in
covering of consumption demand. The high amount of
consumption keeps down sustainable economic growth.
- The highest is the weight of final consumption, the lower
is the rate of economic growth. The decrease of the
weight of final consumption in GDP contributes to
acceleration of economic growth.

Inflation, is an economic disequilibrium which
consist in exceeding of monetary mass over supply of
goods. The discrepancy between monetary mass and
supply of goods is considered an excess of payments
means or purchasing nominal power over amount of
offered goods. The magnitude of inflation is calculated
through consumer price index or index of decreasing
purchasing power.

There is no coherence in time evolution of
consumer price index. In the last four years consumer
price index had high values. After a performance in 2002

, with 5,2%, inflation, the following year, had values

The worse is that such casual observations are related
to traditional products, the largely consumed ones. However,
it may be true that the specialization of Moldova lies in
agricultural products and foodstuffs, both export-oriented
and for domestic final consumption.

International research cooperation is
conditioned by the fact that global problems should be
solved together, not only because it is cheaper and it has
more benefits, but simply because it could not be
otherwise. In particular, the existing evaluation and
accreditation system has a range of criteria that
contribute to Moldova’s integration in the international
research space and to strengthening cooperation with

- international research institutions:

v' Researchers” involvement in multilateral
international cooperation;

v Researchers’ participation in international
programs and projects;

v' Researcher staff membership in international
scientific societies;

v’ Participation as experts, consultants of
international research institutions;

v’ Participation in international scientific forums
abroad;

v’ Institutions’ visits by international researchers;

v' International scholarships for PhD students for
undertaking research in the country;

v'Institution’s financing by international projects
and grants;

v Performance on international clients’ requests.

An analysis of contemporary science should

- proceed from acknowledging its “collective” character
- and the fact of changing “small” science into “big” [2].
- Increasing of “costs” in contemporary science is a first
- and a main incentive for development of collective forms
- in research. The second factor generating the necessity of
- collective research is the complexity of contemporary
- science. Today the science is too wide and complex for
- individual research.

One of the main elements of Moldovan science
is linked with researchers’ personal

- movement. That movement is basically associated with

Speaking about
Moldova, it should be noted that there are still many
economic, political and administrative barriers on the way

Internet is one of the main elements of

contemporary science globalization process and, together

with that, it is its main technical tool. During evaluation
and accreditation process of research institutions a special
attention is paid to ensuring of PCs for staff as well as to

- existence of internal network and computers’ connection

to information networks. World Wide Web does not
recognize state boarders and creates possibilities for
Moldovan researchers and scientists to use worldwide
resources of information, to access foreign scientific
publications, to communicate with international
colleagues by email, to take part in international on-line

- conferences etc. Unfortunately, so far that communication
- resource is not used by all national researchers and
- scientists categories.

The next indicator of science globalization is

- citation. The science citation index is widely used in the

whole world for evaluation of researchers’ works and groups
[3]. By citation sum index it is possible to assess the
influence of given researcher/scientist or

- organization/institution on global science that indirectly

evidences the quality of undertaken researches. In
connection with this, there is an urgent need for creation of

- our own national research citation index that could cover

Moldovan leading journals. Recognizing that science could
not be developed independently (within the borders of one
state) later on the national database should be included in the
world databases that would permit the Republic of Moldova
to be involved more actively in the world scientific

- information flow. The employees of research institutions and

academic staff should be able to compete with international
colleagues on the level of the global information space; and
publication of our articles abroad is an indicator that our
research/scientific community is already integrated in the
global science. However, the more important indicator of
integration in international science is the published by
Moldovan researchers/scientists articles that are written in
the  co-authorship  with  international  colleagues.

- Unfortunately, today the Evaluation form does not take into

consideration the quality of published materials, i.e. scientific
papers citation frequency and impact-factors of scientific

journals (credibility level), that prevents from absolutely
- impartial implementation of evaluation and accreditation
- process.

Being a part of the global science the research
accreditation in the Republic of Moldova should be

- realized in view of the global experience, especially of

one in the small states. Below the Table presents just a

According to article 19(3) of Law of RM “About
- book keeping”, for acknowledgement of fulfillment of
- economic operation, economic agents should use the
- typical forms of primary documents confirmed by
- Ministry of Finance of RM. If for any operation the
- typical form is not provided, the organisation can
- develop it independently, but with obligatory presence
-1in it of all necessary requisites listed in the article
- namely: the name, number and date of drawing up of
- the document; names, addresses and fiscal codes of the
- subject from which name the document is made, and
- the addressee of the document; the maintenance of
- economic operation and its measuring instruments in
- natural and term of money; surnames and names of
- posts of the persons responsible for fulfillment of
- economic operation and correctness of its registration,
- and also personal signatures of the specified persons.
- Forms of independently developed documents should
- be necessarily confirmed by organization in its book
- keeping policy.
Use of the document of arbitrary form in the
- presence of the confirmed typical form is qualified as
- legislation infringement, and, according to article
- 257(2) of Tax code of RM, punished by the penalty at
- a rate of the sum of the economic operation reflected
- in this document. As infringement are considered also
- the cases when in documents there are no obligatory
- requisites, or records of obligatory requisites are issued
- in the inadequate image that attracts penalty imposing
- on the subject from which name the document is made,
at a rate of 500 MDL for each case.

Besides, the breach of existing requirements to
- registration of primary documents leads to
- unreasonable reflexion of economic operation in the
tax account. In a similar situation the tax payer has a
tax shortage. Also the organisation should pay fines
and penalties by results of tax check.

Article 24(1) of Tax code of RM gives to tax payers
- the right to a deduction at calculation of surtax of the
- usual and necessary expenses suffered by them with a
- view of realisation of enterprise activity. However,
according to this article with a view of surtax calculation
the deduction only those expenses is authorised in which
relation the tax payer can documentary confirm that they
have been suffered in the certain size according to the
order established by the Government. Thus documentary
confirmed expenses are understood as the expenses
- confirmed with documents which are issued according to
, legislation of RM, or documents which are issued

As to VAT calculation and payment, that, according
to point a) of article 102(6) of Tax code RM, the subject
of the taxation has the right to offset of the VAT paid or

services only in the presence of a tax waybill on purchase.
Thus, the tax waybill should contain all obligatory data
provided by article 117(2) of Tax code of RM and Law of
RM “About book keeping”. At fiscal check at enterprise
in case of inadequate registration of tax waybills, the
enterprise can deprive the right to VAT offset.

Besides, absence of decodings of the signature of the
person who have signed a tax waybill, or an error in the
legal address of the counterpart forms the basis for refusal
in VAT compensation on the given tax waybill. Thus, the
counter checks of counterparts confirming the fact of

the budget, not always are taken into consideration.

Thus, insignificant infringements of an order of
registration of primary accounting documents is put by
tax departments above the real facts of economic
activities.

Let's consider a conditional example:

"Original" SRL in November, 2007 for the

sum 120000 MDL, including the VAT has made

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Finally, expenses of the enterprise on surcharge of
taxes, payment fines and penalties, even taking into
account 50 percent decrease in penal sanctions in case if
payment will be made during 3 days from the moment of
penalty imposing, will make more than 43700 MDL.
Besides, we will notice that since May, 31st, 2009 in

- Moldova the Code about offences comes into force

according to which positions legal bodies for tax offences
will be involved and in administrative responsibility.
Certainly, the tax payer has the right to appeal in

judicial instances against the tax department decision

about extra charging to the enterprise of the tax
obligations; however the given step often distracts
considerable time and financial resources of the
economic agent.

In practice, the errors admitted at registration of

- payment commissions on payment of taxes are also

extended. In this case the money resources listed from
the settlement account of the enterprise can not arrive
in the budget to destination in the terms established by
the state. Before arriving in the budget the paid taxes

- get into accounts of Central or Territorial Treasures. If

an error is in the tax payment commission, the
Treasury will carry money resources to obscure
receipts, and they will not arrive in the corresponding
budget, or will consider them on other type of tax. As a
result, listed from the settlement account of the tax
payer money resources will be enlisted in the income
of the necessary budget out of time. Accordingly, term
of payment of the tax obligation will be broken that
will entail negative consequences for the enterprise in
the form of added fines and measures of compulsory
collecting of a shortage.

If at the moment of carrying out of tax check the
registration  justificatory documentation at the
organisation is absent, and it conducts to impossibility
of realisation of the tax control, that, according to Tax
code of RM, the tax inspector has the right to apply in

- relation to the enterprise penal sanctions at a rate of

30000 MDL. Besides, the tax department has the right
to extra charge taxes by settlement way on the basis of
the information available for it on the tax payer or the
data about other similar tax payers according to article
189(2) of Tax code of RM. One more unpleasant
moment that threatens the enterprise in such situation,
— charge fines and financial sanctions.

Summing up to all aforesaid, we will notice that
lacks of norms of Tax code of RM continue to
generate disputes between tax payers and tax
departments. On the one hand, absence in the Tax
code of direct instructions on the list of vouchers and

- on rules of their filling is the basis for the various

subjective points of view about the account of the
suffered expenses during tax checks. On the other
hand, the specified illegibility of the code in some
cases allows tax payers to defend the position in
court.

The countries of the world are polarized: rich
countries are situated in the center of industrial
development and a range of complexes of domination
and poor countries are driven to peripherical zones,

- agrarian, countries with simple structure. Capitalism

has permitted to use the law of value on international
level in absolute advantage for the countries, which
became economic leaders. Economics of domination

- and dominated economies have been set up.

Some people wrongly consider that some
countries became well-developed as a result of

capitalist system but other countries are poor because

they accepted another economic system. Namely
capitalist system has permitted to create mechanisms
of poverty of people (figure 2). Poor countries have to
solve the following problems: to create the most
propitious structure of the economy where branches
and sub-branches are harmoniously blended, to
determine historical reasons of distortion of economic
structures, to give economic reason for international
relations, emphasizing the growth of the potential of
the countries capitalism is an economic system which

- contributes to the development of one countries at the

expense of other countries.
Capitalism has created implicit mechanisms for

- increasing disparity between well-developed countries

and poor ones (figure 3).

Each of the gaps enumerated can be quantified
with the coefficient of variation (ratio between average
square deviation and the average of respective
indicator). The dynamic progress of the development
of world economy throws doubts on the paradigm of
the theory that international trade always has

- advantages for all countries of the world. The
- experience of space and time of all poor countries
- reveals the weakness of these theories. International

economic relations can encourage both sides only
when both countries are well-developed. Liberalism is

- convenient exclusively for well-developed countries.

Adam Smith [1, p.3] stated that human labor of every
nation constitutes a fund that always provides with

- advantageous conditions of life.

Division of labor, the principal means of
labor productivity in the period of
industrialization, does not set limits within the
framework of one country but it spreads to other
countries, making the base of international trade.
However, capitalism has evolved and has found the
modality of exploitation of some countries by others.
We can affirm with certainty that “free” market is not

- actually free, but it functions for the benefit of

industrialized countries, which have used it to build a

- protective wall around wealth and the way of life.

There is no force in the world that would establish
human “rules” for world economy. Economic study
can offer models of economic development but cannot
implement its ideas. Economic study can suggest
different ideas how to make someone rich or poor, or
how to make world development more human.
Problem is complicated when we think about
elaboration. Poor countries cannot afford financing the
elaboration of human economic policies; rich countries
finance only those policies which make them richer.

There is no common scenario for poor countries
how to come out of poverty.

In the XX century, socialism showed that it was a
failed attempt to outrun poverty. Poverty of some
countries is generated by lack of perfect competition at
the level of world economy (figure 4); imperfect
competition, generated by Scientific and Technical
Progress in well developed countries (figure 5).

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In terms of free competition, pursuit for the
highest rates of profit is stimulus of growth of national
economy changes between different economies ensure
advantages for poor countries. When there is
competition between well-developed countries with
net superior labor productivity, a poor country will
bear losses. One of the factors which generates and
maintains poverty is Scientific and Technical Progress,
which became unachievable for poor countries.
Among other factors that make poor countries more
miserable, we can enumerate national corruption,
macroeconomic illiteracy of governmental structures,
absence of patriotism for poor country, excessive
politicizing of government training of managers who

On the whole, professional governments from
poor countries have to solve some problems: to
increase investments, which absorb a lot of labor force
in the country, which uses techniques of economic
performance for diversification of economy and
partners in the export-import relations.

As a rule, economies of poor countries are
unbalanced, instable, and dependent on other
economies, of exogenous and climacteric factors. To
solve the problems which were enumerated, poor
countries need minimum critic effort (figure 6).

Thus, poverty generates illiteracy, but illiteracy
generates poverty. Poor countries should have force
of modern production. Their lack in poor countries
creates conditions for well-developed countries to
become richer. There is no “force” in the world that
can protect the interests of poor countries. Each
country should solve its problems. It is not capitalism
to blame that some countries became poor, but
illiteracy of poor countries of which capitalists took

- advantage of.

Poverty is first of all a qualitative concept and
then quantitative one. Poor countries can be considered
countries with backwardness in development.
Backwardness is an economic and social concept; it
sets up a lower level of development of poor countries
in comparison with dominant countries. Each well-
developed country bears certain backwardness in its
economic development; it makes effort to surpass such

- situations. Disparity appears and disappears depending

of the quality of efforts made by national government.

Capitalism is not “Santa Clause” that brings care
for poor countries; capitalism creates conditions for
development or underdevelopment depending on the
quality of national government.

Each country should elaborate economic theory
of development, ideas, strategies, tactics, doctrines
and programs to surpass respective disparity, it
should develop infrastructure, agriculture, industry of
protection of Scientific and Technical Progress,
increasing of quality of labor, complex programs of
improving export, import GDP structure (figure 7).

Unlike poor countries, well-developed ones have
elaborated common economic theories, have
developed science, technologies, industry, have
diversified economic activities in time and space, have
taken notice of import of cheap labor force from poor
countries and have elaborated some mechanisms of
implicit exploitation of poor countries.

In perspective, rich countries will pay attention to

telecommunication, to the development of medicine,
of education, to the improvement of quality of labor.
Well-developed countries will always use levers

- of exploitation such as monopoly and monopsony.

There is risk that poor countries will remain poor
forever; their chances of becoming leaders in science,
technologies, and techniques are infinitesimal. Every
well-developed industrial country in export-import
relations with poor countries becomes
monopolist/monopsonist. In these conditions (created
by ...) well-developed countries have the opportunity
to dictate prices (figure 8).

In the latter case, grouping of other types of cooked
meats and meat foods is not necessary. In our opinion,
the products of meat-processing enterprises may be
grouped as follows: 1) cooked meats; 2) meat stripped
of elastic web; 3) by-products; 4) canned meat; 5)
other products. The model of budget that we have
elaborated at “Carmez” SA for the area of Chisinau
municipality for January 2009 is shown below.

In
such case, the analysis is carried out based on marketing
centers in regard to the number of traversed kilometers,
number of visits to customers, number of involved

- persons, etc.

b. Control by types of customers. Such type of
control allows pointing out different short-term
conjuncture aspects depending on the type of customers.
It will be possible to classify the customers according to
different criteria (age, gender, professional job, etc.), and

- therefore the deviations will be explained in a better way
- (figure 2).

c.  Territorial control. From territorial
(geographical) point of view, the country territory can be
divided into areas (northern, central and southern) and
districts; in their turn, districts and towns may be divided
into smaller areas where meat products are being sold.

2. THE ADVANTAGES AND
DISADVANTAGES PROVIDED BY
DEMOGRAPHIC EVOLUTION IN REPUBLIC
OF MOLDOVA

Following this modeling it can be observed that in
the coming years it will be registered a continuous
increase in births, especially compared to ‘90s, which
does not reflect the existing demographical policies,
however, it is due only to the significant growth of
population in 80 years of the last century. In
nowadays, young people are contributing both to the
expanding of the labor force market supply, but also
have the need to create a family, thus contributing to
population growth. Unfortunately, this growth will not
be sustainable, because now, the fertility rate is lower
than 25-30 years ago. It is subject to a number of

- Late marriages

- High rate of the divorces

- Family instability

- The desire for professional achievements

- Women empowerment and later births, which
reduces the number of children in a family

- Economic realities, it is difficult to maintain a
child and two or more is a luxury now.

- Having its own place of living. It is very
difficult, in many cases almost impossible to
buy an apartment for the salary received in
Moldova, and an important part of the young
population are going to work abroad thus
loosing years of marriage, in which could
raise a child.

According to theories of population growth, it

After analyzing the forecast provided by the model

- By 2013 the number of births will increase,
reaching the number of about 39.2 thousand
children.

- After 2013 this number will begin to decline
with rates ever higher, even reaching up to 1000
children less comparing to the previous year.

- Another period of increase in birth rates will not
be, although it seemed logical that each increase
in birth rates can generate after 23 years another
increase in the birth rate. In this case the
situation can be explained by a very low fertility
rate, which will lead only to an attenuation of
the decrease of the rate in the number of
newborns in the period 2023-2036.

In 2050, according to the model, the population
of the Republic of Moldova will reach 2.5
million people, or we will assist to a loss of a
million people (28.6% of current) caused only
by natural movement of population.

In 2050, the majority of the population will be
of a retirement age, which are in fact young
people today. Moreover, employees will then be
forced to maintain a larger number of retirees
compared to today. Thus, if you will ensure a
high occupancy of the workforce, the number of
retirees could exceed approximately twice the
number of employees. And if we take into
consideration the report related to inactive
employees, it will be very pessimistic - about 4
people to an employee.

Towards the end of the century we expect a
massive reduction in population and the general
trend is aging and disappearing. The model
hasn’t shown the effect for a period longer than
2050, because other demographic factors can
occur till than moment and change the situation.
The number of young people will be decreasing
dramatically until 2025, when they will be only
369 thousand or 55% over the current number of
young people. After, it will follow a period of
slight increase in the number of young people by
the year 2033, when it will reach 378.1 thousand
people or only 2.5% more than in 2025. Further,
the reduction of the number of youth will
continue, so that in 2050, their number will be
about 257.6 thousand, representing 38.8% of the
current number of young people.

that presented in the model. This would boost the
population and the restoration will ensure long-term
balance between young people and the elderly. Thus,
we can maintain the population at over three million
people in the long term and in terms of sustainable
economic growth and it can be obtained a halt of the

CONCLUSIONS
In conclusion, the presented demographic model is
the most likely in conditions in which there is no

Also, this model can be better than
the real situation in the future because the factors listed
above could only lead to worsening demographic
situation throgh the exodus of young people abroad
because of unemployment and living conditions below
expectations. On the other hand, the situation can be

- 2009 is caused by the next factors: diminution of volume
- of investment in fixed capital with 6%, of import with
- 6,6%, of export with 3,5%, of industrial production with
- 3,5% and of agricultural production with 0,8%. The

examined macroeconomic indicators have a better
evolution in the next years, which influenced the growth

- of GDP for prognosis period.

In top two years a stagnation of growth rate of

agricultural production is observed and a redressing
- of situation for the next years (table 2). A similar

situation is observed in industry.

The export volume for 2009 year is decreasing,
but it will be increasing the next years. This
redressing of the situation can be explained by the
diversification and recovery of market. The
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decreasing of volume of import in 2009 is more
significant than the export’s one, the rate of growth
of import has also a positive dynamics in next years,
but with a smaller tempo, which causes a reduced
rate of negative commercial balance. The decreasing
import volume can be explained by sudden
diminution of remitters and devaluation of national
currency.

The nominal salary, also real one, denote a
growth for 2009 — 20,4% and 15%, for 2010 —
y 16,3% and 11,1%, for 2011 — 19,2% and 12,4%, for
1 2012 —20% and 14,1 %.

The notion of ‘“economic potential” characterises the
global capacity in obtaining the maximum volume of production
and services catering on the base of efficient use of available

- resources.

In economic speciality literature the economic
potential is defined as an assembly of all fixed means and
material resources that can be attracted in action, labour
force, production process and the results obtained from

- this process.

Taking into account what was mentioned above,
there might be outlined two methodological aspects of

- researching the economic potential.

The first aspect represents the assembly of the
enterprise available resources (resources direction). In this
case the economic potential constitutes the value of all
consumed resources or those used in the production

- process [3, p.10].

Resources constitute the material base of production
process until the moment of their attraction in this
process. They form the initial moment of the production
process and might be applied under different
combinations depending on the branch specific and

- respectively contributes at the obtaining of different final

results.

The second aspect consists in the economic agent’s
capacity to efficiently revaluate available resources for
obtaining the anticipated results regarding the volume of

- manufactured product, incomes from sales, financial

results etc. (results direction). In this case the economic
potential represents the maximum value of goods that the
enterprise will be able to produce if it will apply the most

- favourable combinations of resources.

Appreciating the value of these methodological

- aspects of economic potential, we want to mention, that

regardless the form of resources expression these

- constitute an initial condition of the production process.

Being an assembly of natural- substantial elements that
determine the results of enterprise activity, resources

- might be identified with the made efforts [3, p.11].

Resources are attracted and transformed in results
due to labour force use, natural factors and reserves

- revaluation.

From all subsystems, the economic potential that is

- in interdependence, a complex and out coming character

is being possessed by the production potential because
this one incorporates resources, the production process
itself and the results of this process. Final results of the
production process might be represented through the
value of obtained production, incomes from sales and the
profit until taxation as well as the percentage between
economic effects and made efforts, meaning of economic

Analysing the annual average productivity of a worker
engaged if agriculture, it is noticed a growth in dynamics
with 3471, 8 lei or with 11, 36%. But this growth is a result
of reduction of the workers number engaged in agriculture
with 10768 persons or with 12, 2%. Namely in this way is
explained the increase of sales incomes at one worker
engaged in agriculture with 8866, 4 lei or with 20, 85%. In
2007 year at each worker engaged in agriculture from the
same cause is noticed the increase of profit until taxation

The results of the estimations (tab.1) denote a reduction
in the dynamics of fixed means output with agricultural
destination.

31,7%. Concomitent, se constatd reducerea productiei -
medii la hectar de floarea-soarelui, soia, legumelor,
cartofului, fructelor si pomusoarelor. In acelasi timp, :
are loc o majorare lentd a productiei de struguri la -
hectar in anul 2007 in comparatie cu 2005 si 20006, -
respectiv, cu 4,8 si 9,1 chintale. :

Factorii naturali in conditiile actuale, deocamdata, -
rdman indirjjabili, mai intdi de toate, din cauza -
nivelului insuficient de dezvoltare a cercetirilor -
privind elaborarea masurilor de irigare, lucrare a -
solului si aplicare a ingragamintelor.
pentru crearea bazei sistemului ecologic alternativ de
prelucrare a pamantului. Pentru aceasta e necesara -
realizarea, In primul rand, a unui complex de masuri -
agrotehnice natural-biologice.

in sistemul factorilor economici de dezvoltare :
durabild a productiei agricole, un loc important il -
ocupi si problemele intensificarii. In conditiile :
contemporane intensificarea trebuie sa aiba un caracter -
intensiv-ecologic, ce ar exclude in mod absolut sau ar -
permite in dimensiuni minime influenta antropogena -
asupra solului. In acest scop, orice culturi e rational si :
fie cultivatd numai in conditiile in care e mai -
adaptabild; e necesar si fie stabilite niste limite pentru -
utilizarea diferitelor procedee de intensificare; culturile -
trebuie sd fie protejate de influentele negative externe.

Totodata, criza economicd adéncd, consecintele -
secetei din ultimii ani, cat si cerintele dure ale pietei nu -
permit o redresare financiard rapidd. Multe -
intreprinderi agricole sunt sortite falimentului. In acest :
context, numai pe baza unui potential de productie -
competitiv, cu o strategie bine argumentati se va -
asigura eficienta si viabilitatea agriculturii pe viitor.

The dates presented in table 2 show us an essential
reduction of average production for one hectare in 2007
as compared with previous years. In this way, the
productivity of one hectare of crops has decreased from

- 27,8 quintals in 2004 till 94 quintals in 2007. The

production of sugar beet for one hectare has registered a
reduction from 261,4 till 178,6 quintals or with 31,7%. At
the same time it is observed the reduction of average

- production for one sunflower hectare, soya, vegetables,
- potatoes, fruits and berries. At the same time it is

observed a slow increase of grapes production for hectare
in 2007 as compared with 2005 and 2006 respectively

- with 4, 8 and 9, 1 quintal.

Natural factors in actual conditions, for the
moment remain uncontrolled, first of all due to the
insufficient level of researches development regarding
the elaboration of irrigation measures, soil processing

and fertilizer use.

We consider that today there are possibilities for
creating the base of alternative ecologic system of soil
processing. For this it is necessary first of all to realize
a complex of agro technical natural- biological

- measures.

In the system of economic factors of agricultural
production durable development, an important place is
held by intensification problems. In contemporary
conditions, the intensification has to have an intensively
ecological character that would exclude in an absolute
way or would allow in minim dimensions the
anthropogenic influence on soil. For this, it is rational that
any crop is cultivated only in conditions in which it is
more adaptable; it is necessary to set some limits for
using different intensification procedures; crops should be

- protected from extern negative influences.

At the same time the deep economic crisis, the
consequences of drought from the last years as well as
severe demands of the market, do not allow a quick
financial straightening. Manu agricultural enterprises
are doomed to bankruptcy. In this context only on the
base of a competitive production potential, with a well

- explained strategy, will be assured the efficiency and

agriculture viability in future.
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
